WABANA CEMETERY RULES AND REGULATIONS

Purchase of Lots:

1. A deed, for burial purposes only, must be purchased from Wabana Clerk before any interment can be made.

2. Upon full payment of the price set by the Wabana Board of Supervisors, the Clerk shall issue such deed. The price of a lot includes the fee for Perpetual Care which consists of mowing, leveling, and general upkeep of cemetery; but does not include care and watering of flowers or shrubs.

3. Persons wishing to dispose of their lot must sell it back to Wabana Township at the original purchase price.

              Price of one lot: $150 for Wabana residents, $300 for non-residents
Interment:

1. Only those parties authorized by Wabana Township may dig graves and/or inter caskets and cremation urns. Contact Township Clerk for more information.
2. Only one casket per lot may be interred.
3. Two cremation urns are allowed to be buried in a lot with or without a casket. 
Cost to dig space for cremation urns:  $100 (unfrozen ground), $500 (frozen ground)
Care of Plots:

1. Artificial flowers, wreaths and other decorations must be contained in an urn or device off the ground. An exception to this rule will be made one week before and after Memorial Day. However, all artificial decorations must be removed from the cemetery before September 1.  All Christmas decorations must be removed by March 1.
2. When flowers, shrubs, or other decorations become wilted or unsightly, they may be removed by the board or authorized party.

3. Unfilled urns or large, unfilled flower pots will not be allowed after June 20th and will be subject to removal by the board or caretaker.

4. The emptying or removal of urns or flower pots is the responsibility of the owner or Board authorized individual.

Monuments and Markers:

1. Installers of all above-ground monuments or flat headstones must consult with Clerk before work begins to get specifications in order to achieve conformity.

2. Maintenance of monuments and markers is the responsibility of the owner of the plot, but the Board reserves the right to repair or remove same if they become unsightly or dangerous.

Responsibilities and extent of Liability of the Board:

1. The Board is not liable for damaged, stolen, lost or misplaced monuments, markers, urns, flowers, or decorations by causes beyond its reasonable control.

2. The Board reserves, and shall have the right to correct any errors made by it, either in making interments, or in the description, transfer or conveyance of any interment property, either by canceling such conveyance and substituting and conveying in lieu thereof, other interment property of equal value and similar location as far as possible, or as may be selected by the Board, or in the sole discretion of the Board, by refunding the amount of money paid on account of said purchase. In the event such errors involve the interment of remains of any such person in such property, the Board reserves and shall have the right to correct conveyance description.
3. In the event of a misunderstanding or dispute regarding these rules, the decision of the Board shall be final and binding on all parties.

4. These rules may be changed by action of the Board.

5. The principal office of the Wabana Cemetery shall be at the Wabana Town Hall.

6. The Wabana Town Board shall have all the powers allowed under the laws of the State of Minnesota.
